The 

taste is fresh and the leaf is bright and uniformly green. It tastes good and is refreshing for upset 

stomachs. It is claimed to protect against atherosclerosis and lower lipid levels. Duyun Maojian 

tea sprouts early and has plump, fuzzy shoots that are both tender and strong.
